Water Bottles
Please make sure that your child brings a clearly named water bottle containing
water (not juice or flavoured water) into school. Fruit squash and flavoured waters
are acidic and can cause tooth erosion, particularly when drunk between meals.
Water bottles in classes are for keeping children hydrated and must therefore
contain only plain water.
